The Environmental Report presented by Finmeccanica today — now in its second edition — shows the
Group’s commitment to the environment and its effective and efficient use of resources. The 2006
Environmental Report analyses more than 100 Group plants in Italy, the UK and the rest of the world,
40% of which have obtained ISO 14001 certification.

“Caring for the environment is now a fundamental and integral part of any industrial group’s activities”,
stated Giorgio Zappa, Chief Operating Officer of Finmeccanica. “This is why Finmeccanica has
committed itself to preparing a report that documents all the efforts made to protect the environment
by our operating companies. These efforts are, however, only the first step in a wider scheme: next
spring we will be releasing a sustainability report that details not only our environmental concerns but
also our commitment to social and economic sustainability. This means paying constant and
increasing attention to quality in all areas, which will allow us to continue with our high-tech operations
in a socially responsible way.”

The Report covers the Group’s commitment to improving waste management, which is geared
towards waste separation in order to maximise the percentage recycled and to minimise the amount
produced. It also includes: the water audit , which analyses water management at sites and which
was conducted according to the guidelines of the AWWA (American Water Works Association) and the
GEMI (Global Environmental Management Initiative), and the environmental audits carried out at
Group sites.

The Environmental Report also illustrates the new long-term energy efficiency programme, which,
thanks to a significant financial commitment as well as technical and procedural changes, is helping
the Group to reduce its energy consumption, thereby cutting expenditure and greenhouse emissions,
in line with the Kyoto Protocol.

Many of the Group production sites and Finmeccanica’s industrial property have large green areas,
which cover 43% of the total surface area of the Group'’s sites.

Finmeccanica made investments of 6.6 million Euro in the environmental field and 12 million Euro
in health and safety in 2005. It increased these investments to 6.8 million Euro and 14.5 million Euro
respectively in 2006. In the same year, it invested 3 million Euro in energy-saving measures, and
created a central energy consumption monitoring system for all its Italian plants.

Chairman and CEO Pier Francesco Guarguaglini explained: “Finmeccanica is focused on increasing
the number of its sites with a certified environmental management system, reducing energy and water
consumption, and stepping up communication and information initiatives on this issue within the
Group™.

Finmeccanica is ltaly’s leading high-tech company, operating in the design and manufacture of helicopters, defence electronics, civil and military aircraft, aerostructures,
satellites, space infrastructure and missiles. It plays a leading role in the European aerospace and defence industry, and participates in some of the biggest international
programmes in the sector through well-established alliances with European and American partners. Finmeccanica also boasts significant manufacturing assets and skills
in the transport and energy sectors. The group is listed on the Milan stock exchange, and operates in Italy and abroad through subsidiaries and joint ventures. It employs
over 59,000 staff in total, of whom approximately 9,000 are in the UK, 3,500 in France and 1,600 in the US. As part of its drive to maintain and build on its technological
expertise, Finmeccanica spends 14% of its revenues on research and development.



For the period 2007-2012, the Group plans to implement an organic system to collect environmental
performance data and apply it at all its sites; to increase the number of plants equipped with certified
environmental management systems; to improve the method of recording, calculating and plotting
environmental data, with particular reference to pollutants emitted into the atmosphere. The Group
also aims to complete its energy-saving plan and promote the use of renewable sources at its
production facilities during this period.

Work on the Environmental Report of Finmeccanica began in 2004 when the EHS team Finmeccanica
Group Services SpA carried out an initial feasibility study. The Environmental IT System was created
to manage data, and used to collect, store and process the environmental data of Group companies.

The Finmeccanica Environmental Report was written by the Environment, Health and Safety
Department of Finmeccanica Group Real Estate S.p.A., and based on the “Guidelines for Company
Environmental Reports” set out by the FEEM (Fondazione Eni Enrico Mattei). It obtained certification
on 12 July 2007.
